Endangered Species Project

You and a partner will be researching an endangered species, creating a powerpoint and presenting it to the class. 

You will have three class periods in the computer lab to work together to meet all the requirements for the project. Very little of the project should be completed at home.

Be creative and make the presentation interesting. Make sure that you and your partner work in an equal manner that builds upon each of your strengths.

Your information needs to be well researched and the resource needs to be listed on the last slide of the powerpoint.

Your powerpoint must have a minimum of 10 slides and at least 5 pictures throughout the slides. (Do not just have five pictures on 1 or 2 slides. Spread them throughout.) Of course, you may always do more!

You will need to include the following information in your presentation:

· A detailed description of the physical characteristics of the plant or animal (color, size, outer covering, claws, teeth, limbs, or leaf and root structures)

· A detailed description of the behavior characteristics of the plant or animal that helps it to survive.

· A detailed description of the ecosystem where the animal or plant lives and finds its needs for survival.

· A description of the role the organism plays in its ecosystem (predator, prey, consumer, producer, decomposer)

· A description of the organism’s ecosystem that includes its food source, habitat or shelter, and water source.

· A description of the cause of reason for the decline in the species population.

· A description of what will happen to other organisms and the balance within the ecosystem if the population of the endangered species continues to decline.

· A description of how scientists and other naturalists are taking steps to prevent the further decline in the organism’s population and extinction of the species.

· An opinion of how others can help in saving the endangered species or how to prevent the extinction of the other species.

· Make sure you have at least 5 pictures of this species.

· A list of at least 3 resources that you used for this powerpoint.

This should be an interesting project and learning experience for all. Have fun learning!
